International Students:

Travel Restrictions and Preparing to Enter Canada
Last updated: July 8, 2024

Students are responsible for their own travel arrangements and awareness of travel restrictions
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Effective October 1, 2022, the Government of Canada removed all COVID-19 entry restrictions, as well
as testing, quarantine, and isolation requirements for anyone entering Canada. This includes the
removal of the mandatory use of ArriveCAN (it is now optional) and proof of vaccination.

Transport Canada has also removed requirements to undergo health checks and wear masks on planes
and trains, effective October 1, 2022.
